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General Information
on Study Abroad

Due to the spread of the COVID-19, the University is suspending study abroad
and activities that require overseas travel as of March 2022.

This includes not only the university-organized programs, but also general
study abroad and study abroad during a leave of absence to areas where
Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Japan (MOFA) has issued Overseas Travel/
infection Alert Level 2.

General Information on Study Abroad
for Students in English-taught Undergraduate/
Graduate Programs

Students enrolled in the programs where English is the medium of instruction,
such as FLA (Faculty of Liberal Arts), FST (Faculty of Science and
Technology), SPSF (Sophia Program for Sustainable Futures) etc. may study
abroad through the Sophia Exchange Program or the General Study Abroad
Program.

Students in those programs are regarded as being enrolled at Sophia while
abroad, and may study abroad for one quarter or several quarters without taking
a leave of absence. Also credits from an approved overseas institution may be
transferred back to Sophia. Therefore they may graduate from Sophia in 4 years
for the undergraduate students and in 2 years for the students in Master’s
Programs including the period of study abroad.

Degree-seeking students who meet requirements for participation may be eligible.
Some programs require proficiency in Japanese.

[Important]
Article 40* of University Regulations: (for undergraduate students only)
Students who fail to obtain 32 credits or more including subjects specified by
undergraduate departments in two consecutive academic years™ shall be
dismissed from the university.

*Preferential Measures

Upon deliberation by the faculty meeting and with an approval from the
president, a student who is in the third-year or above, and who has taken less
than 32 credits in two consecutive academic years may be exempted from
expulsion by Article 40, if the total number of credits taken divided by the
number of total years of enrollment is more than 16 credits. In this case, the
academic year which includes the period of leave of absence is not counted in
the total period of enrollment but the credits earned shall be included in the
total number of credits taken.

In the case of the students of the FLA and the English Programs in FST, the
total number of credits earned divided by the number of semesters of

enrollment should be more than 8 credits.

*“Two consecutive academic years” refers to two academic years of
enrollment. If the student takes a leave of absence, the academic year that
includes the period of leave of absence will not be counted as a part of the
“two consecutive academic years,” and instead, the academic years before
and after the year of leave of absence will be considered as those “two
consecutive years.” (For FLA, FST and SPSF students, four semesters
excluding the semester on leave of absence will be regarded as “two
consecutive academic years.”)

NB : Students who plan to study abroad on their own and do not wish to transfer
the credits from the study abroad back to Sophia may take a leave of
absence from Sophia for the time they are away. But if they take a leave of
absence, their graduation will consequently be delayed. Regarding payment
of fees, please refer to P.65

© Sophia Exchange Program

[Program Offered]
As of March 2022, 331 destinations for exchange program are available to
Sophia students.
Applications for some institutions may not be accepted every year depending
on the exchange balance of the incoming and outgoing students.
Information sheet of each institution and other materials are available on
Loyola (Download Center).

[Advantages of Participation]
You can study abroad up to one year (4 quarters) without taking a leave of
absence.
Therefore you may graduate from Sophia in 4 years for the undergraduate
students and in 2 years for the students in Master’'s Programs including the
period of study abroad. Once you are selected as an exchange candidate, the
Center for Global Education and Discovery will assist with the application
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procedures of the prospective host institution.

[Credit Transfer]
For the undergraduate students, up to 30 credits obtained at the host
institution can be transferred to Sophia, subject to approval by the
chairperson of each student’s department.

Graduate students should inquire at the Center for Academic Affairs about
credit transfer.

The transfer factor for credits basically depends on time spent in class. 675
minutes constitute one credit at Sophia. In the case of a foreign language
class or seminar, 1,350 minutes are regarded as one credit.

Credits should be calculated to the first decimal place.

The formula is as follows:

minutes of the class X times per week X number of weeks + 675 (or 1,350) =
number of the credits which may be transferrable to Sophia

In some cases, transferred credits may be combined together: for example,
45+4.2+3.2+09 credits may be combined together as 12 credits.

Required Documents for Credit Transfer

The following documents should be submitted to the Center for Academic Affairs
within three months after returning from overseas.

* To transfer credits for the language courses, documents such as syllabus and
textbooks are necessary to check the content of the course.
If you were placed in an appropriate level at the host institution, level of the
language course taken while abroad do not need to be the same as the level of

courses taken at Sophia. If you have any question, please consult with the
Center for Academic Affairs.

* To transfer credits for courses such as “tutorials” and “independent study”,
please obtain syllabus that include details and outlines of the course, with
specification of tasks and reports that were required.

Online courses taken during study abroad from 2020 to 2022 can be transferred
as an exception due to COVID-19.
Note that class schedules of online courses will be required to transfer the credits.

Please note that the credit transfer procedure usually takes one month after
submission, and the completed documents must be submitted in time to be
transferred for each semester.

Application period to transfer credits into Spring Semester 2022 : Jan. 24 (Mon.) to Jul. 22 (Fri.), 2022
Application period to transfer credits into Autumn Semester 2022 : Jul. 25 (Mon.), 2022 to Jan. 23 (Mon.), 2023

When the credit transfer is approved, you will be notified via Loyola web system.

Please come to the Center for Academic Affairs to pick up the copies of the

approved documents. Please note that you will not be able to make any changes

on transferred credits, once approved.

* Online courses taken during study abroad from 2020 to 2022 can be transferred
as an exception due to COVID-19. Courses taken in 2023 have yet to be
decided.

© General Study Abroad Program

Students who plan to study abroad on their own at a degree-awarding institution
and wish to transfer the credits back to Sophia must apply in advance to the
General Study Abroad Program. Students who plan to apply for General Study
Abroad Program should have finished at least 4 quarters and have obtained more
than 32 credits at Sophia by the time they begin their General Study Abroad
Program. (For graduate students, 10 credits or more are required.) They should
submit the “Request for Study Abroad” (%% %~ ) 1 month prior to the start of
study abroad and by the day before the first day of the quarter.

General Study Abroad students may study abroad for one quarter or more
quarters (in total up to 4 quarters). If students wish to extend the period, they
can reapply for the study abroad program (in total up to 2 years). In this case,
only one year is considered as residence requirement. Credit transfer
arrangements are the same as those for the Exchange Program students.
Students must apply independently for an approved institution and arrange their
own accommodation. Another distinction between the Exchange Program and the
General Study Abroad Program is that students must pay tuition and fees both to
Sophia and the overseas institution.
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© Tuition and Fees during Study Abroad

Exchange students will pay tuition and fees only to Sophia®, but General Study
Abroad students must pay tuition and fees both to Sophia and to the overseas
institution. Travel and living expenses should be covered by the students. The
cost will vary greatly depending upon currency exchange rates, the student’s life
style and how he/she may spend the holidays.

Limited scholarships are available to the participants in the exchange program.
Please see P.59 - 60 for details.

*If exchange students participate in a language program of the host university before
the regular courses start, they are responsible for the tuition fee for the course. This
also applies to spring and summer session programs at the host university.

% Payment arrangements for students who entered the Faculty of Liberal Arts on

After the credit transfer is finalized at Sophia, the bill for the tuition will be
issued.

©University-designated Study Abroad Insurance and Crisis Management
Service
All Sophia students planning to study abroad (including those by leave of absence
or by General Study Abroad Program) are required to purchase a university-
designated study abroad insurance and crisis management service for the period
away from Japan. Insurance fees must be paid at the responsibility of a student,
but at a discounted price. Please visit the Center for Global Education and
Discovery (1 st fl, Bldg. No. 2) at least three weeks before departure to receive
insurance information.

© Sophia Exchange Program Application Procedures

[A] Application Deadlines and Selections

Application deadlines and selection dates depend on the areas where the host
universities are located. Internal selections are usually conducted about 10 months
before the departure for study abroad.

Information on exchange partner institutions(P.72~85)are subject to change
without notice.

Please refer to our website for the most updated information.

[B] Eligibility and Requirements

- Grade Point Average of 2.8 or above

- Sufficient language proficiency to study abroad®

- Financial backing

- Undergraduate students who plan to apply for exchange program must
have finished at least 3 semesters and earned 32 credits or more in the
previous school year. (In case of FLA, SPSF, or FST students, 32 credits
must be earned in four consecutive semesters before the start of the
exchange program)

For graduate program students, 10 or more credits are required.

- Students who plan to apply for exchange program should complete a
medical check-up held by Sophia every year. Students may not be allowed
to study abroad depending on the results of medical check.

- Students who plan to apply for exchange program must purchase required
travel insurance and crisis management service (approx. ¥ 120,000/year)
at Sophia for participation.

% Submission of TOEFL iBT" score is compulsory for the applicants for

English-speaking institutions, even for native speakers.

[C] Notes of Importance
After internal screening at Sophia, nominated students will be screened by
the host universities.
For students with the GPA below 3.0, the risk of rejection by the host
universities becomes higher than those with the GPA 3.0 or above.

(1) Number of semesters to be completed at Sophia before going on exchange
The year the students must be in at the start of the exchange period is
indicated on the list of exchange partners. (Cf. P.74~) Freshmen may not
apply for the universities indicated as “3,” but they can submit the application
for the universities indicated as “2.” In addition, for exchange programs
starting in the spring semester, those who entered in the autumn semester
may have a chance to apply for the universities indicated as “3” (i.e. Students
may be able to go on exchange from their 4th semester in some cases). For
further details, consult with the Center for Global Education and Discovery.
(2) Graduate students who wish to apply for the exchange program
Some exchange partner universities do not accept graduate students, and
the office needs to make inquiries about individual case to a host university in
advance. Please consult with the Center for Global Education and Discovery
at least one month prior to the internal selection application deadline.
(3) Period of study abroad
Period of study abroad will be either one year (10-12 months) or one
semester (4 months). Students cannot change the period of exchange
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program after the results of the internal selection are finalized. However, if
the academic calendar of the host university ends before the Second / Fourth
Quarter of Sophia University, students may shorten their exchange period to
take classes offered in the Second or Fourth Quarter (only applicable to one-
year exchange students). For details, consult with the Center for Global
Education and Discovery. A separate application must be filled in for “General
Study Abroad” or “Leave of Absence” when a student wishes to continue to
study abroad after the exchange period. Students can only participate in the
exchange program once, except in case of combining LAP / SAIMS program
and exchange program.

The maximum period allowed to be included into the residence requirement (8
semesters) in case of combining the exchange program and LAP/SAIMS is also
up to one year only.

[D] Application Materials
(1) Certificate of Language Proficiency
@ English-speaking institutions
A TOEFL iBT" score is required for the internal selection and IELTS™
score is required for UK institutions. Apart from this, each institution has
the minimum language requirement.
In general, a TOEFL iBT" score is required. Some institutions accept
TOEFL ITP" score and IELTS™ score as well.
@ German-speaking institutions
Applicants from departments other than Dept. of German Literature or
German Studies should submit one of the following materials:

1) pre-level or above of the German Diploma in Japan

2) a certificate of the Goethe-Institut examination (Bl or above)

3) a letter of recommendation from an instructor of Sophia which
indicates applicant’s level of language proficiency in the German
language

@ French-speaking institutions
Applicants from departments other than Dept. of French Literature or
French Studies should submit one of the following materials:

1) a certificate of DELF Bl or TCF Bl or DAPF level 2 (A 2#%) or
above

2) a letter of recommendation from an instructor of Sophia which
indicates applicant’s level of language proficiency in the French
language

@ Spanish-speaking institutions
Applicants from departments other than Dept. of Hispanic Studies should
submit one of the following materials:

1) a certificate of DELE B1 or above
2) a letter of recommendation from an instructor of Sophia which
indicates applicant’s level of language proficiency in the Spanish
language
@ Italian-speaking institutions
Applicants should submit a letter of recommendation from an instructor of
Sophia who is a native Italian speaker in principle, or certificates which
indicate applicant’s sufficient level of language proficiency in the Italian
language.
@ Portuguese-speaking institutions
Applicants from departments other than Dept. of Portuguese Studies
should submit a letter of recommendation from an instructor of Sophia or
certificates which indicates applicant’'s sufficient level of language
proficiency in the Portuguese language.

@ Russian-speaking institutions
Applicants from departments other than Dept. of Russian Studies should
submit a letter of recommendation from an instructor of Sophia or certificates
which indicates applicant’s sufficient level of language proficiency in the
Russian language.

@ Chinese-speaking institutions
Applicants should submit a letter of recommendation from an instructor of
Sophia who is a native Chinese speaker in principle, or certificates which
indicate applicant’s sufficient level of language proficiency in the Chinese
language.

@ Korean-speaking institutions
Applicants should submit a letter of recommendation from an instructor of
Sophia who is a native Korean speaker in principle, or certificates which
indicate applicant’s sufficient level of language proficiency in the Korean
language.

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[E] Internal Selections
(1) Screening by application materials
(2) Interview
The selection of the outgoing exchange students are generally conducted
based upon Mproficiency in the foreign language (TOEFL iBT™ score for
English-speaking institutions), @ GPA, and 3 marks at the interview.

[F] Procedures after Internal Selection
Nomination to Exchange Partner Institution

Students who pass the internal selection will be nominated to a partner
institution. The nomination from Sophia does not guarantee the
acceptance from the host university. The host university will determine
acceptance / rejection of the nominee based on its screening process.
The following conditions must be met in order to study abroad as an
exchange student;

(1) To be officially accepted by an exchange partner institution

(2) To keep grade point average of 2.8 or above after internal selection

(3) To maintain good health in their mental and physical condition.

Documents to be submitted
Application form for Study Abroad, Pledge, etc.
The Center for Global Education and Discovery will inform the successful
students of necessary paperworks. Housing arrangement will be made
through host institution in most cases, but in some cases, students may need
to look for a room on their own. Residential situations differ depending on
regions or institutions.
Most frequently required documents by American universities: application
forms, recommendation letter, transcript, financial statement, health form
including immunization records, official TOEFL®” Score*, etc.

*Some exchange partner institutions require the official score report to be sent
through ETS after Sophia selection. It is therefore desirable that the score has

enough remaining period of validity.

Some exchange partner institutions will require official scores of GRE or GMAT
from graduate students after Sophia selection.

Exchange students must submit a “Report on Study Abroad " within one month
after returning to Japan.

© Study Abroad Opportunities towards/after Graduation

@ The 5-year Concurrent BA-MA Programme
(Sophia University and the Graduate Institute of International and
Development Studies)
Students chosen to participate in this program can receive a BA degree (4
years) from Sophia and a MA degree (2 years) from the Graduate Institute
(GI) in Switzerland in total of 5 or 5.5 years, provided they successfully pass
the screenings and complete both programs in accordance with each
institution’'s study regulations.
Students will complete their first year at the GI as an exchange student.
Application procedure and requirement will be announced at Loyola.

@ Special Admission for Overseas Graduate Schools

Sophia has arrangements with several partner universities where Sophia can
nominate several students to their graduate programs. Students successful
in Sophia’s internal selection go through selection process of each graduate
school. Final acceptance/rejection is decided by each graduate school, but
with Sophia’s nomination, students may be able to receive some benefits such
as early selection result notification, application fee waiver, etc.
