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Special Admission Program for Georgetown University
Graduate School of Arts and Sciences (AY2025/26)

1. About the Institution

Georgetown University (GU), founded in 1789 in Washington D.C., is one of the highly ranked
universities and the oldest Catholic and Jesuit institution of higher education in the U.S. The
university has approximately 18,000 undergraduate and graduate students, with 2,400 faculty
members. Sophia University has a strong partnership with Georgetown University through
student exchanges and research collaborations since we first established our partnership
agreement in 1975.



2. About the Program

Based on the partnership with GU, Sophia will recommend to GU the students who meet all the
standard admission requirements set by GU, and the nominated Sophia students will be
examined by GU preferentially. Depending on the programs, applicants might also be able to
receive the result of admission earlier than the regular admission process.

3. Maximum Number of Students to be recommended by Sophia for each program
Department of Government: 2 students
McCourt School of Public Policy: 2 students

4. Qualifications and Requirements

(1) Students who are expected to graduate from Sophia University in March 2025 or September
2025, or Sophia alumni who are not currently enrolled in any institutions of higher education
(Graduate students and Sophia alumni should consult with us in advance).

(2) A cumulative undergraduate GPA of at least 3.0 or higher

(3) English Proficiency: TOEFL iBT 100+ (for MPP/MIPD/MS-DSPP, it requires 22+ in each
section) or IELTS overall 7.0 or higher. In addition, applicants have to meet all of the
requirements set by each program.

(4) Requirements for each program

For Government applicants: GRE score is required for AG applicants (GRE is recommended but

not mandatory for CR and DG applicants).
For MPP/MIPD/MS-DSPP applicants: GRE or GMAT score (GRE preferred)
For MPP/MIDP/MSDSPP applicants: Previous course work in Principles of Microeconomics is

required.

(3) One copy of the latest transcript (downloaded from Loyola)/ Official Transcript for graduates

*We do NOT accept the test score of “IELTS indicator™”.

*We do NOT accept TOEFL® Essentials™ score.

*We accept the test score of “Computer-based IELTS” by JSAF.

*We accept TOEFL iBT® Home-Edition Score.
(5) Statement of Purpose in English (500 words)
The above documents are necessary for internal selection, but it is also required to submit a
Resume, Recommendation Letters, and other supplemental application documents when you
apply to GU. Please prepare the necessary documents by yourself well in advance of the deadline
of GU.
