Academic Communication 2 (CLIL) Syllabus

In Academic Communication 1 (EAP: English for Academic Purposes), students learn basic academic English skills such as skimming and scanning, critical reading and thinking, note-taking, library search, using ICT to gather information, using data to support arguments, avoiding plagiarism, conducting a project and logical analysis. In Academic Communication 2 (CLIL: Content and Language Integrated Learning), building on the skills learnt in Academic Communication 1, students are required to put academic communication skills into action while learning content through English.
