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Sophia University Health and Wellbeing Center “Personal Information Management”

Sophia University Health and Wellbeing Center is responsible for protection and appropriate
management of personal information, in accordance with “Personal Information Protection Law” and The
Sophia school Corporation “Regulations on Personal Information”.

Sophia University Health and Wellbeing Center does not disclose any personal information of the
students it has acquired (such as name, telephone number, address, date of birth, or information on
health conditions) to a third party without consent of the individual concerned.

Exceptions:

1) When off-campus medical institutions need a information for emergency clinical treatment.

2) When the information is required to prevent infectious diseases, such as tuberculosis, SARS and
Measles, that could lead to a large outbreak and the disclosure of related information is mandatory
by law.

3) When the information is required to prevent acts that infringe on others’ rights (such as obstruction
of classes) or likely to cause harm to others.

4) In cases of utmost emergency.

If the guardians or close relatives of a student make inquiries about the health conditions of the student,
the chief school physician or the mental health specialist will provide the information generally only when
the student gives his/her consent to do so.

If the guardians or close relatives of a student wishes to make inquiries for the information, the student
should personally notify Sophia University Health and Wellbeing Center in advance, or the person
requesting the information
should present a written statement of consent signed by the student to provide the information to the bearer
of the statement.
