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An interest in social security,
conflicts, poverty, development,
immigrants, refugees, global
environment, etc. and the ability to
explain why such issues need to
be solved globally.

The ability to understand the
approaches and overall theory of
international relations studies and
area studies and consider issues
from both perspectives combined.
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The ability to shape problem-
solving methodology analyze the
positive and negative aspects of
globalization in line with concrete
case studies, using basic theories
and demonstrative methods.

The ability to select two areas from
International Relations Studies and
Area Studies as disciplinary specialties
and set up a research subject
combining the two disciplines selected
and perform research.

The ability to engage in dialogue
with various others who live in
different parts of the world and to
cooperate in solving problems for
the creation of an inclusive society.

The ability to learn the basic knowledge on
“Sustainable Futures,” to understand its importance,
and to take action towards resolving challenges

to the sustainable futures by drawing upon their
academic discipline as well as from the other five
disciplines in the SPSF course they learn.
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The ability to understand and apply

the interdisciplinary perspectives and
methodologies, learned in their academic
discipline and in the other five disciplines
of the SPSF course, when addressing
issues and presenting their ideas.
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
